» The recipient must have and maintain a grade point average not less
than 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.

» The recipient may be a full-time or part-time student with a minumum
of a half semester course load.

For Students of Colleges/Universities:

» The recipient shall be a second or third year student pursuing a
Bachelor's Degree in environmental science, engineering or other
suitable major related to the water environment.

» The recipient must be a resident living or working within the counties of
the Blue Ridge Foothills District.

» The recipient must have and maintain a grade point average not less
than 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.

» The recipient may be a full-time or part-time student with a minumum
of a half semester course load.
